Zenith Tower is a 45-storey mixed-use structure located within the City of
Arabia in the heart of Dubai. The building boasts of uninterrupted views of
Mediterranean architecture, gently flowing canals, and greenery with modern
towers that is characteristic of its locale. The tower is strategically located
next to a mono rail station making for convenient transportation. Zenith
Tower consists of two independent buildings within one structure. The first
twenty-two storeys are designated for offices, while the second twenty-two
storeys are for residential use.

Office Facilities

Zenith offices have been designed with the end user in mind. The 22 floors
feature a rare combination of sophistication, convenience and value. Grand
lobby and reception areas with Grade-A finishes have been provided for
a professional environment. Access has been made easy through four
independent high-speed elevators servicing only 22 office floors. Efficiency
has been maximised through the layout, with the floor plans ensuring
maximum usage of space; while grade-A finishes guarantee style and
elegance.The designs gives an inspiring work environment, with features
like floor to ceiling glass windows allowing for natural lighting, as well as
breathtaking views of the city of Dubai. For the convenience of visitors and
staff, common toilets have been provided on each floor for men and women in
addition to private toilets and pantries in each office. The building’s residents
are guaranteed of security by means of secured parking lots, CCTV and 24-
hour security surveillance. Each unit is provided with one free parking space,
with the option of additional paid parking for the convenience of residents
and guests.

Residence

The residential space has been designed for young urban families looking for
the perfect home in the ideal location. The location near the mono rail station
is ideal and ideal convenience complimented by the proximity to shopping,
entertainment, school, hospital, hotel, and sporting facilities. The building has
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been planned with care to be child friendly and has over 5,000 square feet of
dedicated play and learning areas located on the first floor. The kitchens are
fully fitted with premium branded appliances.

Zenith Residents will also enjoy private access to a 5000-square foott
gymnasium with changing rooms and sauna. The gym overlooks a pool and
sun deck and is located on the first floor. Access is made easy through four
high-speed elevators dedicated to the twenty-two 22 residential floors.

The design is practical with layouts suited to modern urban family living.
A large sun deck with barbeque areas have been provided for families, in
addition to a twenty-metre pool with a dedicated baby pool and Jacuzzi. The
residents have floor to ceiling double glazed glass windows with spectacular
views; while security is provided through CCTV security systems and 24 hour
security surveillance.

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Atlantis, The Palm Sets
for Hospitality Industry

Despite recently facing a major blow to its development (a fire broke out at the construction site
of the project) ‘Atlantis, The Palm’ a world-class and ambitious resort project on the largest man-
made island in the world, the Palm Jumeirah, is all set to rise from the ashes

Atlantis, the Palm is a resort that is located on
the world’s largest man-made island, the Palm
Jumeirah, in Dubai, United Arab Emirates. It is a
joint venture between Kerzner International Limited
and Istithmar PSJC and was completed at the end
of 2008. The architectural design is based heavily
on the Atlantis Resort in the Bahamas. The project
is the brain child of Sol Kerzner and the sister hotel
of the spectacular Atlantis, Paradise Island in the
Bahamas.

Living in Style

Atlantis, The Palm is a US$1.5 hillion resort
development, and will be located at the centre
of the crescent of the Palm Jumeirah. Like its
sister property in the Bahamas, Dubai's Atlantis
will feature two hotel towers linked by an arch. In
total, the resort boasts 1,536 rooms and suites.
The resort will also feature a water-based theme
park with an artificial marine habit and over
65,000 marine creatures, snorkel trail, dolphin
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encounter programme, water slides, and The Dig,
an Atlantis-themed ‘archaeological’ experience. A
total of 58,000 kilometres of steel bars were used
in the construction of Atlantis, over nine times the
length of the Great Wall of China. Around 500,000
cubic metres of concrete, 100,000 lights and one
kilometre of pipes are all involved in the 46-hectare
site.

The Royal Towers, which is a part of the
development, will include over 16 restaurants,
bistros and cafes, bars and lounges, and extensive
meeting facilities including the opulent Royal Palm
ballroom and the Palm Terrace. According to the
developers, these properties will overlook the
tropical landscape and lapping waters between
the central fronds and the crescent of the Palm
Jumeirah. “As the ultimate resort destination,
Atlantis, The Palm, will be full of trails of discovery,
with over 68,000 m3 (15 million gallons) of salt and
fresh water attractions, vibrant entertainment which
will bring a host of ocean-themed delights into the

very centre of any holiday experience, thrilling the
senses and unearthing new encounters for all,”
says the company’s spokesperson.

Each of the 1,536 guestrooms and suites in the
Royal Towers will feature private balconies and
views over the Arabian Gulf or The Palm Jumeirah.
With rates starting at $454 per night, guests may
choose from a variety of accommodation including
the indulgent. This includes the Imperial Club,
which is a ‘resort within a resort’ with over 150
rooms and suites, exclusive services and private
club lounge. The Bridge Suite meanwhile spans
the Royal Towers wherein a private lift takes guests
22 storeys above Atlantis for heart-stopping views
of The Palm Jumeirah, Dubai and The Arabian
Gulf. The Lost Chambers Suites on the other hand
will be three stories high with mesmerising views
directly into the Ambassador Lagoon from the
master bedroom. The Atlantis hotel alone has a
development value of around $1 hillion, according
to Jim Boocher, the President of Development at
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Kerzner International. Boocher also adds
that the difference between Atlantis and
other hotels was that it was a “destination
hotel’, and not simply a holiday hotel.
Reflecting Executive Chairman Sol Kerzner's
vision to transport guests into a dazzling,
imaginative world, the resort will encompass
a 46 hectare site with 17 hectares of water
themed amusement at AQUAVENTURE,
extensive fresh and salt-water pools and
lagoon exhibits, and an open-aired marine
habitat second only to Mother Nature. Other
attractions include a seemingly endless
stretch of beach, luxury boutiques, numerous
dining choices including four celebrity chef
restaurants, an exciting nightclub, a Spa and
Fitness Club, and 5,600m? of meeting and
function space.

“This is an exciting time for Dubai and for
Kerzner International. With the introduction
of a new world icon in The Palm Jumeirah
and our position as the flagship resort of this
icon, Atlantis, The Palm is situated as the
new gateway to this incredible region. Out of
a vision that married the wonders of marine
life with stunning elegance and sweeping
views of the Arabian Gulf alongside the most
exciting water playground in this part of the
world, we have developed an experience
within Atlantis that is truly different than the
existing pleasures of Dubai. We're very proud
of the final product and cannot wait to share it
this year when we open our doors,” said Sol
Kerzner, the Executive Chairman of Kerzner
International.

Nature Calling

Water adventures, salt and fresh water
attractions and an open-air marine habitat are
the focal point of Atlantis, The Palm for both
guests and visitors. Hence AQUAVENTURE,
a water playground of over 18 million litres of
water, consisting of extraordinary rides with
cascades, tidal waves and rapids, will also
include the Mesopotamian-styled Ziggurat
temple reaching over 30 metres into the
sky. The resort will also feature seven heart-
pumping water slides — two of which will
catapult riders through shark-filled lagoons.

The Ambassador Lagoon is also a part of
the project, which is in fact an 11 million litre
marine habitat and underwater exhibit home
to several hundred species of marine life,
with a viewing panel looking right into the
mystical ruins of Atlantis. The Lost Chambers
meanwhile will bring the myth of Atlantis to
life through a maze of underground tunnels
offering underwater views into the boulevards
of the ruins of Atlantis. Dolphin Bay on the
other hand is a 4.5 hectare state-of-the-art
dolphin education and conservation centre
allowing guests the opportunity to meet
and interact with one of the world's most
charismatic animals in an unparalleled
facility.

Throughout the expansive 46 hectare resort,
more than 65,000 fish and sea creatures
representing over 250 species live within

42 million litres of salt water. This harmony
of marine life is managed by a team of more
than 165 full-time Marine Animal Specialists.
The veterinarians, biologists, aquarists,
divers, laboratory mangers, food technicians,
mechanics and curators who tend to this
delicate eco-system on a 24-hour basis
have over 200 years experience from world-
renowned marine institutes and facilities in
Europe, Australia, South Africa, Philippines,
The Bahamas and the United States.

From surreal sea life to heart-pounding water
slides, even the youngest guest will be able
to explore Atlantis and its deep connection to
water and the ocean. Specialized programmes
for toddlers to teenagers feature dedicated
facilities and age-appropriate activities with
the interactive Atlantis Kids Club (3 to 12
years) and Club Rush, a fully supervised ‘No
Adults’ private club for teenagers and pre-
teens. Atlantis, The Palm can be accessed
by a six-lane underwater vehicle tunnel,
which surfaces next to the resort. Alternately,
guests may also choose to leave their cars at
the base of the trunk in a secure, dedicated
parking area, and board a monorail to be
transported through the centre of The Palm
Jumeirah directly to Atlantis, The Palm.

As mentioned earlier, this is Kerzner's second
Atlantis project, the first being Atlantis,
Paradise Island in the Bahamas, which
includes a mini resort called Cove Atlantis.
“There won't to be 50 Atlantis projects.
They are too big to do that. | like them to be
seen as more unique. But Atlantis here in
Dubai has a feel and a sense of place,” said
Kerzner in a statement. Kezner also hinted
that development will not stop once Atlantis
opens this year, as Kerzner International still
has land left to fill on the Palm. “We have land
that still has not been developed, beyond
the water-park and I'm hopeful that we will
develop a Cove Atlantis there,” concluded
Kerzner.
